BEACH MUSEUM OF ART ACQUISITIONS

The Kansas State University art collection was begun in 1928 by John F. Helm Jr. Since 1996 many of
those artworks entered the permanent collection of the Beach Museum of Art. The collection has
grown annually through purchases, donations and bequests, and now totals some 7,000 works. The
museum’s collection has long emphasized the art of Kansas and the region (the first acquisition was
an oil painting by Birger Sandzén), and it continues to do so. As in past years, collection growth is
the result of the generous help of donors and the Friends of the Beach Museum of Art. Total fiscal
year 2012 acquisitions: 263 (200 gifts).
